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A group of general public joined our volunteer
training course.

Through volunteer training and community service, the general public
and rehabilitated ex-offenders can participate in crime prevention and
offender rehabilitation activities, encourages public acceptance and
caring towards ex-offenders by providing chances for the public to
meet in person with the offenders and ex-offenders. At the same time, it
also aids the rehabilitation of ex-offenders by showing them care from
the community; and thus, rehabilitated ex-offenders can rebuild their

confidence, which is essential for their reintegration to society.

We encourage our service users such as ex-offenders, ex-mentally ill
persons and ex-drug abusers to actively participate in volunteer service,

helping them reintegrate to society.

Comminity Uslunteors
This volunteer team is formed by people from the community. Besides
organising activities for inmates in the correctional institutions, they also

organise different activities for ex-offenders and their families.

Corponate Vslunteers

We recruit volunteers from different agencies and organisations such as
¥'s Men’s Club, Lingnan University, Ching Wan Society and Full Charter
Limited, and arrange them to provide volunteer service in our service

units and correctional institutions.

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Besides providing regular training for community volunteers and
corporate volunteers, and tailored training for ex-offenders, we also work
closely with all service units of the Society and coordinate all volunteer

projects.

We have two projects: “Specialized Volunteer Development Project”
funded by Hong Kong Community Chest, and "Castle Growth"” funded by
Hong Kong Bank Foundation, offering volunteer training programmes
including basic volunteer training, prisoner service volunteer training,
"Caring Ambassador” volunteer training, elderly service volunteer training
and mentally handicapped service volunteer training, as well as various
refresher’s course on "Positive Psychology”, "Understanding Depression”,

"Addiction and Psychology” and “Play Therapy”.

Apart from supporting volunteers in providing service for prisoners,
we coordinated and mobilized different service units of the Society to

develop service programmes.

We also encourage ex-offender and community volunteers to join force in
providing volunteer service, such as helping the elderly in nursing homes,
elderly living alone and the mentally handicapped, or students in the rural
places of China. These joint projects not only enhance the confidence of
ex-offenders, they also help ex-offenders gain recognition. The effect on

the rehabilitation of ex-offenders is remarkable.
